CORTLAND, N.Y. – Sophomore Katie Trivisonno (Apalachin/Owego Free Academy) and freshman Anna 
Whitmore (Dryden) recorded a goal and an assist each as Cortland pulled away from a scoreless tie at halftime 
and defeated Elmira, 3-0, in women’s soccer action Wednesday night at Holloway Field. With the win, the Red 
Dragons improved to 2-1 on the season, while the Soaring Eagles fell to 0-1. The game was delayed 30 minutes 
due to lightning. 
 
The Red Dragons, who outshot Elmira, 24-3, in the game, had multiple chances to score in the opening half as they 
carried play. An Elmira player headed sophomore Kiley Hadzicki’s (Portville) long shot off the line in the 18th 
minute. Trivisonno put a shot just over the crossbar in the 19th minute. Junior Mandy Womelsdorf (Buffalo/West 
Seneca West) hit the crossbar from 25 yards out in the 25th minute, and junior Andrea Marino (West 
Winfield/Mount Markham) hit the right post in the 30th minute. 
 
In the second half, the Red Dragons continued to pressure and finally broke through in the 52nd minute. Whitmore 
delivered a long corner kick to the far post that Trivisonno cleanly headed past Elmira junior goalie Meaghan 
Doherty (Albany). Womelsdorf made it a 2-0 game in the 59th minute as Cortland capitalized on a two-on-one. 
Trivisonno worked the ball on the left side and sent a perfect diagonal pass to Womelsdorf, who beat Doherty with a 
shot inside the right post. Whitmore finished off the scoring in the 76th minute. After a foul was whistled on an 
Elmira player, Whitmore unleashed a free kick from 40 yards away that eluded Doherty at the far left post. 
 
Junior Megan Thayer (Walworth/Wayne Central) made one save in 81 minutes of action before giving way to 
junior Shannon Burrows (Rochester/Honeoye Falls-Lima), who did not stop a shot in the final nine minutes for 
the Red Dragons. Doherty ended the night with four saves for Elmira, while junior Bridget Catanese (Yardley, 
PA/Notre Dame) had two of Elmira’s three shots in the game.
